KSA Director Wagner submitted the November financial report for the ranch.

Sheriffs Vehicles-The KSA is working with KACo in reference to the licensing of sheriffs vehicles. There is an OAG stating they be licensed in Fiscal Court, the KSA has an opinion licensing them in Sheriffs name. 

County Finance- the KSA is still working with JW Bryan on issues, the relationship with County Fees Office and the KSA is at an all-time high with cooperation between both parties working towards a common goal.
 
Franklin County S.O. & AOC- Franklin County SO has begun a pilot program with AOC for an E-process filing system. Sheriff Melton stated it is similar to E-Warrants, The Clerks download the information and send it to the sheriff’s office and the S.O. prints the paperwork off and receives the fee for the process from the clerk’s office at the end of the month plus .10 cents per page printed. In the future they plan to roll it out to other offices.

State Auditor’- The tax rate and calculations on the tax bills has to be done by the sheriffs and clerks to make sure they are accurate before sending the bills out.

The KSA will be working on an updated quarterly report with County Finance, DLG and the auditors. The quarterly report does not fit the needs of larger county sheriffs.

Sheriff Aubrey-KSA law suit is back in Franklin Circuit Court. KSA Summary Briefs due by March 1 and all other parties due by May 1st with hopefully a decision in the summer then the appeal process will begin depending on outcome. 

Shelly Hampton KACO- Bills of interest to the Sheriffs, Constitution Amendment bill to eliminate the office of constables has been filed. 

HB 169- KSA reemployment bill is similar to the KSPR bill that passed a couple years back. Sheriffs are encouraged to send letters on their letter head in reference to this bill. The President of KSA to Draft a letter to the House and Senate Leadership in favor of this bill.

HB 29 Discretionary Funds
HB 105 Bill relating to fees for Sheriffs (fingerprinting fees and photographs.

BR147 Relating to Meth and seizure of Vehicles
HB 144 Relating to Veteran’s receiving their first CCDW permit for free. A motion was made to support this by Sheriff Leavell and 2nd by Sheriff Wright. Motion was approved unanimously.
