LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Chief Deputy Mike Hettich- County attorney traffic school program put on by the county attorneys issue was not taken up by the court of appeal, but will be taken by the Supreme Court. 

HB 364-This bill allows sheriffs to hire retired police officers in good standing to a full time position without paying the pension and health benefits. KSA Director Jerry Wagner can contact the KY. Retirement system if any questions arise. This HB does not cover State Police officers. The KSA may introduce future legislation on this issue.

HB 128 CCDW- Sheriffs need to look at this bill to familiarize them with this as there have been many changes to the CCDW laws.

Vehicle Inspections- KAR was passed for all sheriffs and their employees after four years have to be re-certified by the DOT

LRC-Legislation will be introduced about children being left in vehicles.

NEW BUSINESS

Sheriff Hampton-Phone Scam going around the Commonwealth in reference to jury duty.
Sheriff Matthews- Sheriffs and Chiefs in Central KY are working on a mutual aid agreement.

Sheriff Melton- the AOC is rolling out E-Process throughout the Commonwealth.
